Belmont and Cooinda Vale Vineyards — Coal River Valley

Here we are again, following a somewhat challenging year. As the nets are packed away, the secateurs
are serviced and sharpened, we find the time to admire all the beautiful Autumn colours in the vineyard at
present. Following a fairly slow start to the picking season the grapes finally ripened and thanks to a great
team of regular pickers and some new ones from all over the world, our vintage went like clockwork!! Yields
on average were down 40%, however the quality was very good. When | asked Matt about the vintage he
replied, ' The whites this year are a little more refined and tighter, and the reds are very clean and disease
free with intense colour. On the whole we are pleased’ A total of 24 tonnes of fruit was picked this year.

Over the winter months, Matt and his team will be busy establishing a new Pinot block at the ‘Belmont
Vineyard in Richmond. We have access to water usage from the new Hobart recycled water scheme, which
gives us added security and peace of mind knowing there will not be a water shortage at this location. At
Cooinda Vale we contracted an Excavator to dig a rather large trench, which to our suprise soon filled with
water and a not so lucky snake. Our aim is to further drought proof this property.

In September some of the Pooley family will be travelling to Tuscany to experience wine making in the
Northern Hemisphere. Matthew and his sister Anna will be visiting ‘Castello di Gabbiano’ Winery, to further
their skills in making varieties such as Sangiovese, Merlot, and Cabernet.| know they are very excited about
